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Abstract
Over the past decades, public views towards the police in Thailand seem to be negative. It is widely criticized that policing activities appear not to be professionalized. Moreover, the police have been accused of being intervened by politics. In fact, according to Police Law 2004, Police Commissioner can be appointed or dismissed by PM. In this regard, the police have to follow what the government commands or requires. 
In May 2014, military staged a coup and took absolute control over the nation because of political conflict and public turmoil. Military junta had promised the public to administer the country for one year. A few months ago, National Reform Council (NRC) was established in accordance with drafting constitutional law. It aims to reform the country in various aspects such as political system, educational concepts, and independent institutions. No doubt, policing scheme development is a main concern to be discussed and developed. 

New approaches to police training are required to reach an international standard. In a unique joint initiative by the Royal Police Cadet Academy (RPCA) and Bavarian State Police in Germany, with support of Hanns Seidel Foundations has been made in order to improve policing approaches and tactics to fight against various criminal activities. In particular, new techniques are necessary to be learned in preparation for ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) which will be officially launched next year.
A training program for the RPCA has been developed to ensure that the police are able to deal with criminal activities professionally. Workshops, training and exchange programs have been organized in collaboration with Bavarian State Police to support the roll-out the police strategies at provincial and local levels. Some key senior police officers and trainers were invited for sharing ideas and experiences. More importantly, better collaboration with local communities, other government agencies and NGOs has been advanced so as to increase public trust. This model of close collaboration has elicited from both sides to provide interesting lessons on strategies for crime prevention and solution. 

However, policing activities inevitably have been intervened through informal networks and alliances of power and influence. These lead to opaque public management. It is challenging PM from military to reform the force and the country during limited time.
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
